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1 Reason for Contribution

It is unclear where the reference to a specific release package of the Enabler should be shown in the ETS and ETG documents.
2 Summary of Contribution

It is necessary to have a specific reference to the dated ERP for the Enabler in both the ETS and the ETG. This allows the ETS or the ETG to be tied to a specific version of the Enabler. The “References” sections (section 2) of the documents only contain general, undated, references to the Enabler and the current templates do not clearly show where this dated information should be included.
One possible place to show this dated information would be the “Scope” section (section 1) of each document.
In addition it is not stated anywhere in the current templates that the dated reference should refer to the ERP, therefore different documents may refer to the ERELD or the ERP or something else.
3 Detailed Proposal

It is proposed that this dated reference should be placed in the “Scope” section, and that the ETS and ETG templates are updated to show that a link to the dated ERP should be included.

The scope of this document includes the Enabler Release specifications, the Enabler Test Requirements (ETR), and the Enabler Test Specification (ETS) for the particular enabler and this documents details infrastructure, operational and participation requirements identified for conformance or interoperability testing that will be addressed by OMA testing of the Enabler.
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
