4. Introduction

The purpose of this document is to provide test cases for LPP Extensions Enabler Release 1.0 [LPPe-TS].

The implementation of some features is optional for the Clients and/or the Servers in the LPPe Enabler.  The tests associated with these optional features are marked as "(Includes Optional Features)" in the test specification.

The successful testing of LPPe requires an LPPe Client and an LPPe Server. The LPPe messages need to be encapsulated in 3GPP LPP messages [LPP]. In the case that the LPP/LPPe Client is embedded in a UE or a SET then the LPP/LPPe Enabler needs to be transported by a bearer protocol - this can be either 3GPP Control Plane [3GPP RRC] or OMA User Plane (for example [ULP2-TS]).
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
