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1 Reason for Contribution

The challenge of achieving a comprehensive security model for SUPL, based upon the SUPL architecture and security requirements, has turned out to be a much greater task then anticipated.

Specifically the Non-Proxy Mode implies a very complex security model which will require a considerable amount of time to resolve.

As a result we are currently facing the risk of exceeding the agreed SUPL 1.0 target dates with a potentially unacceptable amount of time.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution offers a number of options how to proceed with the SUPL work Item.
3 Detailed Proposal

We are currently facing the risk of exceeding the agreed SUPL WI target dates with a potentially unacceptable amount of time.

To avoid exceeding the target dates with an unacceptable amount of time we should consider on the following options:

1)
Work with SEC to finish the work based upon current AD and SEC requirements.

Submit feedback to SEC (e.g. 0152)

Invite SEC to next TeleConf

-
Inform SEC about LOC target dates. (ready for consistency review)

-
Request clear indication from SEC when the Security work will be finished

Move non-proxy model to Release 2.

-
Or a subset of the non-proxy model (e.g. NW initiated roaming non-proxy case) to Release 2.

Adopt “0144” OMA-LOC-2005-0144-Securing-SUPL--Open-Issues).

Reduce / relax the security model.

E.g. based upon “0152”
8)
Close down SUPL Work Item (more delays are not acceptable).
