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1 Overview

This is a response to a liaison statement received from 3GPP CT4 regarding OMA LOC WG requirements for HTTP based Zn interface.  

2 Proposal

OMA LOC WG thanks 3GPP CT4 for their liaison statement. OMA LOC WG believes that HTTP is a good alternative to DIAMETER for the Zn interface looking from OMA SUPL reference architecture point of view. Currently in OMA SUPL reference architecture there are no other reference points for which DIAMETER is required. However, HTTP is prevalent as it is used on a number of other reference points. In addition it seems that DIAMETER is an extensive and heavy protocol to achieve the limited functionality desired from SUPL perspective. Therefore, OMA LOC WG would very much appreciate the efforts of CT4 to enable the Zn interface also over HTTP.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA LOC WG would like to ask CT4 to respond with information regarding the decision to enable Zn interface over HTTP and if applicable with a rough time estimate on the completion of the specification work.
