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1 Reason for Change

This CR adds possibility for Shared Group XDMS to send “updated” group advertisement message to all members of that group when group properties are modified. This requirement was originally part of OMA-PAG-2005-0644-Automatic-Group-Advertisement-message, but it was agreed to separate to own requirement.

This feature has same advantages as automatic group advertisement sending when group is created or new member added. Owner of the group, who updates group properties i.e add new media/application to the group don’t need to send GA manually to everyone in that group as server will do it on behalf of the user. 

Another way how members of the group can get this information requires that they have subscribed to changes of that group document. But this requires more operations from the members of the group and some of those have to do even manually i.e. fetch group document from XDMS. If members of the group have received information to screen that this group is updated (by GA) and simply stored new information it would be much easier for them and new updates would been immediately ready to use and so it would have increased usability and make usage of service more easier.

This feature would not increase risk of spamming neither as users can already send Group Advertisements manually to who they want. There could be possibility to filter unnecessary GAs, but it’s not scope of this CR.
