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1 Reason for Change
Group document don’t currently have definition which media are supported in this group. It has definition of for allowed-media in ruleset / actions element, but that is not used for a whole group, but per certain identities that matches this rule. There should be more high level definition of used media for whole group. This information should also be used when Shared Group XDMS generates GA and add <allowed-media> element for advertisement so client will know which media it can used. 

In addition to that there might be user specific restrictions defined with ruleset, but those can only be subset of high level media definition of the group.

5.1.1 Structure

The Group document SHALL conform to the structure of the “group” document described in this sub‑clause. The schema definition is provided in section 5.1.3.

The <list-service> element 

1. SHALL include a “uri” attribute representing the Group Identity;

2. MAY include any other attributes from any other namespaces for the purpose of extensibility;

3. MAY include a <display-name> element containing a human readable name of the Group;

4. MAY include a <list> element containing the Group Members;

5. MAY include an <invite-members> element indicating whether the Group Members will be invited;

6. MAY include a <max-participant-count> element;

7. MAY include a <ruleset> element representing the authorization policy associated with this Group;

8. MAY include a <subject> element containing a topic or description of the Group;

9. MAY include one or more <age-restrictions> elements indicating the allowed age or age-range(s) of a Participant;

10. MAY include a <schedule> element representing the timing and duration of a Group Session;

11. MAY include an <automatic-group-advertisement> element indicating automatic sending of an Extended Group Advertisement message to members of the Group;
12. MAY include a <media> element containing supported media of the Group as defined in chapter 6.6.2.1 of [XDMSPEC]; 
13. MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.
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
