6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add new Section 6.1.1.3.2
6.1.1.1.1 XDM Forward Operations
When Forwarding a XDM Resource, the XDMC SHALL do an XDCP operation containing the “multipart/related” content type as described in [RFC2387] with the following clarifications:
Editor’s note: Some XDCP operations may need to carry multipart content type as part of the request. This has to be clarified in the XDCP Section 6.1.1.1
1. SHALL include the XDCP document of the format “application/vnd.oma.xdcp+xml” in the root of the body of the ‘multipart/related’ content with the following clarifications:
a. the <request> element SHALL be set to “XDM Forward”;
b. SHALL include the <recipients-list> element whose “cid” attribute carries the Content-ID of the section of the “multipart/related” content type which carries the list of recipients to whom the XDM Resource has to be forwarded

c. MAY include <note> element whose “cid” attribute carries the Content-ID of the section of the “multipart/related” content type which carries the information which the Principal forwarding the XDM Resource wants to send to the recipients.

d. MAY include <expiration-time> element which can be used to indicate the time period of keeping the XDM Forward request active.
Editor’s note: The max-duration available to the user to set is to be discussed.
e. MAY include <filter> element whose “cid” attribute carries the Content-ID of the section of the “multipart/related” content type which contains the information about filters to be applied to the XDM Resource before forwarding it to the recipients.
2. SHALL include the list of recipients in the format “application/resource-lists+xml”  described in [RFC4826] as part of the “multipart/related” content with the following clarifications:
a. The “name” attribute of the <list> element is not needed and is ignored by the XDMS even if present.
b. The <entry> element SHALL contain the "uri" attribute set to a valid User Address, e.g. a SIP URI (as defined in [RFC3261]) or a TEL URI (as defined in [RFC3966]);
3. MAY include the filter document of the format “application/simple-filter+xml” described in [RFC4661] as part of the “multipart/related” content with the following clarifications:

a. The <filter> element SHALL NOT include any attributes

b. The <trigger> element SHALL NOT be included
4. MAY include the “text/plain” content type as part of the “multipart/related” which carries the information set by the Principal forwarding the XDM Resource wants to send to the recipients.
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
