It proposes to add some specific description on routing functionality to interface XDM-8.1i and XDM-9i. It indicates that the Cross-network Proxy exposes the routing functionality to other XDM entities (i.e. AP and Search Proxy) in the same domain.

A question needs clarification: the reason of using “i.e.” instead of “e.g.” in section 5.4.1.7 and section 5.4.1.8.
An editorial error needs correction: spelling wrong of the word “network” in header in section 5.4.1.9.

According to the comments in day 3’s Shenzhen meeting, add the following changes:
· change “XDM Documents” into “XDM Resources” for consistency in chapters 5.4.1.8, 5.4.1.11
· change “i.e.” into ”e.g.” for XDM Resource Management in corresponding chapters
· delete the last 2 bullets about forwarding according to the agreed CR from RIM (OMA-PAG-2009-0250R01-CR_XDM_ResolvingADRR_A114_A117)
