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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution has been created to follow up on the action point “REL-2007-A019 Peter to consider how to put the new Web pages OMA-REL-2007-0068-INP_OMA_Enabler_Directory_and_ERELD_template_change into operation.”
2 Summary of Contribution

The input contribution suggests how information about releases is collected and made available on the public web pages of OMA.
3 Detailed Proposal

OMA Release Directory 

Document OMA-REL-2007-0068-INP_OMA_Enabler_Directory_and_ERELD_template_change suggests that an OMA Enabler Directory is to be created and maintained on a regular basis. As OMA is dealing with both Enabler and Reference Releases, it is suggested that the directory instead is given the name OMA Release Directory.
Purpose of the Release Directory 

The purpose of this Release Directory would be to provide information about work in progress, as well as finalized work. The information provided would be coupled to WIDs, but focused on the (desired) result of the work under the WIDs, i.e. the Releases.

Timing aspects

As mentioned in document #0068, this information should be updated at the following points of time:

1. WID approval

2. RD or WP Candidate approval

3. ERP/RRP Candidate approval

In addition, the directory should also be updated when service releases are created (e.g. V1.0.1)

Contents of the Release Directory
The information provided in the Release Directory would be taken from the Work Item Document, section “Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):” and the Enabler/Reference Release Definition, chapter 4 “Release Version overview”.
The initial information that is provided is that from the WID. At this stage, the Release may not have a name or version number, in which case it is presented through the name of the WID instead.

Once the RD has become a Candidate, the text from its corresponding ERELD/RRELD is extracted and should replace that text coming from the WID.

Then once the Release has become a Candidate, the text is replaced with the new text from the ERELD/RRELD.

As service releases are added or the text in Chapter 4 for some other reason is changed, the text on the release directory is to be updated.
Note that the information about different versions of a Release should be published as well. It may sometimes be a problem to know which version number a new version of an existing release will have, in which case the information in a new WID can be inserted under a section for the release where the version number is indicated as to be determined.

Filling the Directory with information about existing Releases

Up to recently, the ERELD/RRELD templates contained other information about the release than it does now. It is therefore not as straight forward to take that information and insert it onto the Release Directory. Therefore, it is recommended that the information that is provided about these releases is created by the Document Support Office (DSO) in cooperation with the Chairs and inserted into new draft ERELD/RRELDs connected to the latest versions of these releases. These are however not to be released until other changes are made to the release.

The timing aspect for when these changes are to be made is to be discussed separately with DSO, taking into account their work load and other tasks with higher priority.

Release Pages Information
In a similar way, the same information about the releases is to be inserted on the OMA Release Pages coupled to individual Releases, the difference being that these are not to be updated with text from the WIDs.
