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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposed a new use case for merging multiple ongoing PoC Sessions and splitting the merged PoC session to pre-merged PoC sessions.
In contributions ‘OMA-REQ-2004-1050-PoC2-Use-Case-Dynamic-Sub-Group’ and ‘OMA-REQ-2005-0032-use-case-dynamic-PoC-group’ two related concepts have been proposed for defining PoC groups:

· Specification of PoC participants by filter criteria.

· Continuous application of filter criteria and invitation/expelling of users that match/don’t match the criteria.

These should apply to the merging of ongoing PoC Sessions.
This contribution incorporated the commented received from the Singapore meeting.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes the concept of merging pre-arranged PoC Sessions and splitting the combined PoC session to pre-combined PoC sessions. Use cases and basic high level requirements are presented to allow for merging ongoing and/or starting pre-arranged PoC Sessions of different PoC Groups (for PoC Sessions corresponding to predefined PoC Groups or sub-groups meeting the same filter criteria) and splitting the combined PoC session into pre-merged PoC sessions for the PoC release 2 RD.

1.1 Combine PoC Sessions and/or Split Combined PoC Session back to pre-combine PoC Sessions

1.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case describes the use of merging multiple PoC Sessions into one PoC Session.  In addition after combined the PoC Session, the PoC administrator may split the combined call back to the pre-combined PoC sessions.
1.1.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· PoC users A, B, C, D, E, F, and G (7 users)
1.1.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

None identified

1.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· PoC subscribers may combine multiple PoC Sessions into one PoC Session and ability to split back to pre-combined multi PoC Sessions based on hierarchical PoC group structure.
· As the PoC service becomes more attractive to end-users through this feature the PoC service provider may attract more customers.
1.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· The PoC users have a PoC subscription
· The inviting PoC user has a PoC terminal capable of specifying dynamic PoC groups
· Hierarchical PoC group be pre-defined (e.g. pre-arranged group)
1.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· A PoC session with participants from different PoC Sessions has been established

· Optionally, the combined PoC Session may be returned to multiple pre-combined PoC Sessions

1.1.5 Normal Flow

Combine Different PoC Sessions into one PoC sessions

User A was involved in a PoC Session (PoC session 1) with users B, C. During the PoC session 1, User A received an invitation from another PoC Session with user G (PoC Session 3).  User G was already in a  PoC Session with user D, E, F.  While involving in the session, User A realized the topic of PoC session 1 and PoC session 3 are the same.  Hence, user A decided to combine both sessions into one session like a conference call. 
The normal flow for this use case is:

· First user A decided to combine the sessions. 
· User A selects “combine session”. Then user A selects the active sessions to be combined.
· A PoC Session with participants from PoC session 1 and 3

Split the combined PoC session into pre-combined multi PoC session

Prerequisite: A) Predefine Hierarchical Pre-arranged groups.  B) ongoing active PoC Session resulted for combining multiple PoC Sessions
Assumption: the active PoC session is a result of combining 2 PoC Sessions (PoC Session1 and PoC Session 3)

The combined PoC session leader (user A) was involved in combined PoC session will user B, C, D, E, F, and G.  Then, user A decided to resume individual group PoC session discussion, hence, he chooses to split the call, so the team leader can continue the PoC Session.

The normal flow for this use case is:

· First user A decided to split the session. 

· User A selects “split session”. 

· Multiple PoC Sessions with pre-defined participants.

1.1.6 Alternative Flow

In case User A supports Simultaneous Sessions, he might have already accepted the invitation of the second PoC Session, when he talked to the participants and decided to combine the PoC Sessions.
1.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

Derived / Proposed Requirements

1. A PoC Session Participant or Host SHALL be able to combine on-going PoC Session with another on-going or starting 1-to-1, Pre-arranged or Ad hoc Group PoC Session into one PoC Session if authorized to do so.
2. When splitting an ongoing pre-arranged group PoC session into at least 2 or more PoC sessions, a PoC Session Participant or host SHALL be able to split the PoC Session into pre-defined PoC groups if PoC group policies allow for it.

3. The PoC provisioning system SHALL support static Hierarchical Group 
4. Priority mechanism SHALL be applied to grant the talker arbitration during the merging process.
XX Definition (normative section)

Hierarchical Group: A pre-arranged group consisting of multiple separately addressable pre-arranged subgroups.
